From Evansville and west: Go north on US-41
or take [-164 to [-64. Take [-64 east to exit 92
(Marengo). Turn right on SR 66. Drive south for
1.5 miles to stop sign. Turn left on SR 62. Turn
left onto Hwy 462, follow to park entrance.

From Indianapolis and north: Take 1-65 south
to [-265 (exit 6B). Continue west for 6 miles to
1-64 west. Take [-64 west for 13 miles to exit
105. Turn right onto SR 135. Drive south and
make a right onto SR 62. Turn left on SR 62.
Turn left onto Hwy 462, follow to park entrance.
